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FINDINGS

A total of Twenty seven (27) firecracker-related injuries have been reported to PESU from December 1 to January 6, 2019, based on the consolidated reports as of 8:00 am of January 7, 2019. Case were 47% lower compared to cases of the same period last year (Table 2).

Age of victims ranged from 4 years old to 45 years old (Median 9 years). Age Group of 0-10 years old were mostly affected with fourteen cases (55.6%). Majority of victims were male.(Table 1).

Twenty two (81%) of cases were actively involved (Figure 2) in directly lighting or handling the firecracker. Nineteen (70%) of cases occurred at home and Eight (30%) of cases occurred at street (Figure 3).

[bookmark: _GoBack]Nine (33.3%) was caused by Illegal Firecracker (Table 3). Leading cause of injuries by type was Blast/ Burn with NO Amputation with Twenty two (82%) of total cases while Five (18%) of eye injury (Figure 4). The first case was reported December 21,2018 (Figure 1). Twenty six (96%) were treated as outpatient. One (4%) case was admitted.

Moreover, there were no reported cases of death due to firecracker injury, as well as tetanus cases. Additionally, there was no incidence of stray bullet reported.
